MEETING MINUTES 
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SPEKTRUM DX7/AR7000 
Review

For those unfamiliar with the new Spektrum System, it is a 2.4Ghz Radio system for R/C air-
craft.  The previous DX6 was designed for electric and park flier type planes only.  The new 
DX7 is capable of flying larger gas planes, which require a greater transmitting range than the 
smaller electric park flier’s.  For all of you that currently have the DX6, you’ll be glad to know 
that the DX7 transmitter is compatible with your AR6000 receiver. 
 
The plane I installed the AR7000 Receiver into, is the Aeroworks 29% Edge 540.  Before in-
stalling the receiver into the plane, I wanted to do a bench test, to figure out just how the sys-
tem works.  The first step is “Binding” the transmitter to the receiver.  Binding is the process 
of teaching the receiver the specific code of the transmitter, so that the receiver will only con-
nect to that transmitter.  After “Binding” the system, which is very easy, I connected the bat-
tery pack to the switch and plugged in the servos.  With the transmitter on, and giving power 
to the receiver, the system came to life.  Seeing that everything worked properly, it was time to 
set it up in the plane.  Pulling out the old and putting in the new was a breeze.  With the re-
ceiver now in place, and all servos connected, it was time to check the control surfaces for 
centering and throws.  After all surfaces were checked, dual rates and exponential programmed 
in, it was time to test fly! 
 
With the plane now at the field, wings plugged in, and canopy off, I needed to do a range 
check.  The transmitter has a button on the back called the “Bind Button” that when pressed 
and held, reduces power from the TX, to allow a range check.  The range check went well be-
yond the recommended 90ft, thus determining flight ready.  Three flights went perfectly 
smooth, with two other pilots in the air simultaneously.  Wow was I relieved.  The test was 
complete.
